6. PASSING MINIMUM

Theory: The passing minimum in each course of study is 45 percent in the external examination and overall 50 percent in both External Examination and Internal Assessment taken together.

Practical: Minimum Marks for Pass in the Practical Examination is 45% in the External/Practical Examination and overall 50% for Successful completion of each Practical.

7. CLASSIFICATION OF SUCCESSFUL CANDIDATES

Candidates who pass all the courses prescribed and who secure 60 percent and above in the aggregate of marks will be placed in the First Class. Those securing 50 percent and above but below 60 percent in the aggregate will be placed in the Second Class. All other successful candidates will be placed in the Third Class.
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
